Haiti Mission 
ðEric Dismore 

Wow!  Itôs hard to believe this was my 13th trip to 

Haiti.  This trip was almost as emotional as my first 

trip when we had 4 week old baby Jordan die in our 

arms.  I had Jenny Scherer, Anita Pattison, and 

Daniel Acord as a team.  What an amazing team of 

prayer warriors.  God was so gracious with the out-

pouring of support we received for this trip.  We 

were able to buy several tents and a large quantity of 

medical supplies.  We went with the expectations of 

doing mostly medical work, but God had other 

plans.  I think we were supposed to be an 

encouragement to the people we came in contact 

with.  We spent a couple of days at the medical

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One of our most important tasks as 
believers is to pray!  But many peo-
ple think itôs pointless because they 
misunderstand the teaching of the 
Bible.  They often ask: ñIf you be-
lieve God works out everything in 
conformity with the purpose of his 

will, (Eph. 1:11) then whatôs the point of praying that 
anything happens?ò  The thinking behind this ques-
tion often goes like this: If God has predestined some 
to be his sons and daughters before the foundation of 
the world (Eph.  1:4-5), then whatôs the point of 
praying for anyoneôs conversion?ò  The argument 
here is that if prayer is to be possible at all, we must 
ultimately make all of our own decisions, not God.  
Otherwise, all our decisions are already fixed in 
Godôs plan before we make them. 

So how do we answer the person who asks, ñWhy 
pray for anyoneôs conversion if God has chosen be-
fore the foundation of the world those who will be 
his sons and daughters?ò  Letôs consider first what 
the Bible says about those who are in need of conver-
sion.  We read in Eph.  2:1 that theyôre ñdead in their 
trespasses and sins.ò  Paul writes in 2 Cor.  4:4 that 
ñthe god of this age has blinded the mind of unbe-
lievers so that they cannot see the light of the gospel 
of the glory of Christ.ò  But if you claim that human 
beings have the power to make their own decisions, 
whatôs the point of praying for them?  What do you 
want God to do for them?  You canôt ask that God 
overcome their rebellion, for rebellion is precisely 
what they are now choosing.  That would mean that 
God overcame their choice and took away their 
power of self-determination.  But how can God save 
them unless he acts to change their hearts from hard 
hostility to tender trust? 

Will you pray that God enlightens their minds so that 
they can truly see the beauty of Christ and believe?  
If you pray this, youôre in effect asking God to no 
longer leave their decision in their own hands.  
Youôre asking God to do something within their 
minds or hearts so that they will surely see and be-
lieve.  That is, youôre conceding that their decision to 
trust Christ is not merely theirs, but that in the end 
itôs Godôs decision. 

So I hope you can see that itôs not the doctrine of 
Godôs sovereignty that thwarts prayer for the conver-
sion of sinners.  On the contrary, itôs the unbiblical 
idea that human beings are autonomous in making 
their own decisions that would put an end to all 
prayers for the lost.  We must never forget that 
prayer is a request that God do something!  But the 
only thing God can do to save lost sinners is to over-
come their resistance to Himself!  If you insist that 
all their decisions belong to themselves, then youôre 

insisting that they remain without Christ.  For Christ 
himself said in John 6:65, ñNo one can come to me 
unless the Father has enabled him.ò  If we truly be-
lieve what Christ says here, we will pray for the Lord 
to save the lost.  Our prayer for unbelievers should be 
that the Lord will do for them what he did for Lydia: 
ñThe Lord opened her heart to respond to Paulôs 
message.ò  (Acts 16:14).  So letôs pray that God who 
once said, ñLet there be light,ò will by that same 
creative power ñmake his light shine in their hearts 
to give them the light of the knowledge of the glory of 
God in the face of Christ.ò  (2 Cor. 4:6).  In other 
words, donôt ask God to sit back and wait for our 
neighbors to decide to change.  Donôt suggest to God 
that he keep his distance so that the truth of Christ 
will not become irresistible to them and violate their 
own decision-making.  No!  Instead we need to pray 
that he will unshackle their enslaved will, that he will 
make the dead alive and that he will let no resistance 
stop him lest our neighbors perish! 

But what if someone says, ñI still donôt see the point 
of your prayer.  If God chose before the foundation 
of the world those who would be converted, why 
bother to pray?ò  Prayer is like preaching.  How will 
the lost believe in whom they have not heard, and 
how will they hear without a preacher, and how will 
they preach unless theyôre sent?  (Rm.10:14f.)  Belief 
in Christ is a gift of God, but God has ordained that 
the means by which human beings believe in Jesus is 
through the preaching of other human beings!   

Itôs simply naµve to say that if no one spread the gos-
pel all those predestined to be sons of God would be 
converted anyway.  The reason thatôs naµve is be-
cause it overlooks the fact that the preaching of the 
gospel is just as predestined as is the believing of the 
gospel.  Paul was set apart for his preaching ministry 
before he was born!  (Gal.  1:15)  So to ask, ñIf we 
donôt evangelize, will the elect be saved?ò is like ask-
ing, ñIf there is no predestination, will the predes-
tined be saved?ò  The Lord knows those who are his 
and he will raise up messengers to win them.  If 
someone refuses to be a part of that plan because he 
dislikes the idea of God tampering with him before 
he was born, then he will be the loser, not God and 
not the elect.  Heôll fulfill Godôs purpose either by 
serving like John or like Judas. 

Prayer is like preachingð theyôre both human acts.  
Itôs a human act that God has ordained and that he 
delights in because it reflects how dependent we are 
on him.  He has promised to respond to prayer, as 1 
Jn. 5:14 says, ñThis is the confidence we have in ap-
proaching God: that if we ask anything according to 
his will, he hears us.ò  When we donôt know how to 
pray according to his will but desire it earnestly, then

One thing I have noticed in the debate over 

homosexuals in the military is that roughly 99.5% of 

the American public, including 99.5% of long-time 

Washington political reporters and 99.5% of 

members of Congress, believe three key things about 

the issue. 

1. The current policy regarding homosexuals in the 

military is governed by a law known as ñDonôt 

Ask, Donôt Tell.ò 

2. Under current law, homosexuals are allowed to 

serve in the military as long as they are not open 

about their sexual orientation. 

3. Doing away with ñDonôt Ask, Donôt Tellò would 

allow homosexuals to serve openly in the 

military. 

Each of these three statements is false. 

ñDonôt Ask, Donôt Tellò is not the law of the land.  It 

was a compromise policy announced by the Clinton 

Administration in July of 1993, after their original 

proposal to simply open the 

military to homosexuals was 

widely rejected.1 

When Congress adopted 

legislation on this issue in 

November of 1993, they did 

not say that homosexuals 

were welcome to serve in 

the military.  On the 

contrary, they declared, 

ñThe presence in the armed 

forces of persons who 

demonstrate a propensity or 

intent to engage in homosexual acts would create an 

unacceptable risk to the high standards of morale, 

good order and discipline, and unit cohesion that are 

the essence of military capability.2 

Doing away with the ñDonôt Ask, Donôt Tellò policy 

would only allow more consistent enforcement of the 

current law against homosexuality in the military, 

unless Congress were to also repeal the law that they 

adopted in 1993. 

For the record, here are the findings that Congress 

madeðand that President Clinton signed into lawð

in 1993.  This is the current law regarding 

homosexuality in the military: 

Congress makes the following findings: 

(1) Section 8 of article I of the Constitution of the 

United States commits exclusively to the 

Congress the powers to raise and support 

armies, provide and maintain a Navy, and 

make rules for the government and regulation 

of the land and naval forces. 

(2) There is no constitutional right to serve in the 

armed forces. 

(3) Pursuant to the powers conferred by section 8 

of article I of the Constitution of the United 

States, it lies within the discretion of the 

Congress to establish qualifications for and 

conditions of service in the armed forces. 

(4) The primary purpose of the armed forces is to 

prepare for and to prevail in combat should the 

need arise. 

(5) The conduct of military operations requires 

members of the armed forces to make 

extraordinary sacrifices, including the ultimate 

sacrifice, in order to provide for the common 

defense. 

(6) Success in combat requires military units that 

are characterized by high morale, good order 

and discipline, and unit cohesion. 

(7) One of the most critical elements in combat 

capability is unit cohesion, that is, the bonds of 

trust among individual service members that 

make the combat effectiveness of a military 

unit greater than the sum of the combat 

effectiveness of the individual unit members. 

(8) Military life is fundamentally different from 

civilian life in thatï  

(A) the extraordinary responsibilities of the 

armed forces, the unique conditions of military 

service, and the critical role of unit cohesion, 

require that the military community, while 

subject to civilian control, exist as a 

specialized society; and  

(B) the military society is characterized by its 

own laws, rules, customs, and traditions, 

including numerous restrictions on personal 

behavior, that would not be acceptable in 

civilian society. 

(9) The standards of conduct for members of the 

armed forces regulate a memberôs life for 24 

hours each day beginning at the moment the 

member enters military status and not ending 

until that person is discharged or otherwise 

separated from the armed forces.

Shortly before Christmas our congregation was 
blessed with a visit from Katie and Thiago Cesar.  
They participated in our Progressive Christmas 
Dinner, and also spoke to us the next day during 
Sunday School and Morning Worship.  Many of us 
had the opportunity to get acquainted with them and 
hear of their plans to serve as missionaries to Spain.  
Several of us promised to pray for them, for their 
success and their safety.   

Remembering our prayer commitments is not always 
easy.  We get busy dealing with our daily work and 
difficulties, and soon the day is gone.  Often our 
prayers center on our own needs and the needs of 
those with whom we maintain close daily contact.   

One way to help ourselves remember to pray for Katie 
and Thiago, as well as the other missionaries we 
support, is to create a place where we can see their 
faces every day.  Find a corner, or a space that you see 
daily, and make a display of their pictures.  (A picture 
of Katie and Thiago was in the January newsletter, or 
ask George for a reprint.)  Then as you see their 
picture each day, remember to ask Godôs blessing for 
them that day.  Remember to thank God for their 
desire to tell the Good News.  Add other missionaries 
to your prayer corner, and remember to pray for them, 
too.   

If you ask any missionary, you will learn that they 
depend on your prayers for their welfare, their 
effectiveness, and their protection.   

  You may ask me for anything in my name,  
  and I will do it. ðJohn 14:14 (NIV)  [ 

(10) Those standards of conduct, including the 

Uniform Code of Military Justice, apply to a 

member of the armed forces at all times that 

the member has a military status, whether the 

member is on base or off base, and whether 

the member is on duty or off duty. 

(11) The pervasive application of the standards of 

conduct is necessary because members of the 

armed forces must be ready at all times for 

worldwide deployment to a combat 

environment. 

(12) The worldwide deployment of United States 

mil itary forces, the international 

responsibilities of the United States, and the 

potential for involvement of the armed forces 

in actual combat routinely make it necessary 

for members of the armed forces involuntarily 

to accept living conditions and working 

conditions that are often spartan, primitive, 

and characterized by forced intimacy with 

little or no privacy. 

(13) The prohibition against homosexual conduct 

is a longstanding element of military law that 

continues to be necessary in the unique 

circumstances of military service. 

(14) The armed forces must maintain personnel 

policies that exclude persons whose presence 

in the armed forces would create an 

unacceptable risk to the armed forcesô high 

standards of morale, good order and 

discipline, and unit cohesion that are the 

essence of military capability. 

(15) The presence in the armed forces of persons 

who demonstrate a propensity or intent to 

engage in homosexual acts would create an 

unacceptable risk to the high standards of 

morale, good order and discipline, and unit 

cohesion that are the essence of military 

capability.

Water Management District.  (This just happens to be 

the county where your Food Editor grew up.)  The 

provenance of the recipe is only traced back two 

generations, to the father of the Oldham County 

Storm Water Manager, but it is one of his favorites.  

And whatôs not to like?  Peanut butter, sugar, and 

chocolateð how could you miss?  Itôs your classic 

PBJ and a chocolate treat, with the bread baked in! 

Peanut Butter Bread Pudding 
6-7 slices of white bread, torn into pieces 
¾ Cup creamy peanut butter  
4 Cup 2% milk, divided  
2/ 3 Cup brown sugar 
1/ 3 Cup granulated sugar 
3 t. vanilla 
4 large eggs 
½ Cup mini chocolate chips 

Preheat oven to 350
ƺ
.  Butter an 11x7 baking dish.  

Put torn bread into a medium bowl.  Beat 3 cups milk 

with the 4 eggs and vanilla.  Pour mixture over the 

bread, stirring to blend.  

In a saucepan, combine peanut butter, the remaining 

cup of milk, and the sugars.  Heat the mixture over 

the medium heat until peanut butter is melted and 

mixture is smooth.  Blend the peanut butter mixture 

into the bread mixture.  Add the mini chips.   

Pour into the baking dish, and bake 45 ï 55 minutes.  

Top with chocolate sauce to taste.   

Oh, yeahð  And be sure not to put anything but rain 

water into any storm drain.  (That being the point of 

the newsletteré)  [ 

clinic organizing the supply room and taking an 

inventory of the supplies.  We went to visit Sony in 

Leogane.  His house was completely gone.  His 

daughter had been inside when the quake hit but they 

were able to run out and escape.  Sony was giving 

God all the credit for saving his daughters.  However 

the oldest daughter was very much traumatized over 

the quake and the aftershocks.  They were living in a 

very small area with not even enough room for them 

to lie down.  They had a very small piece of plastic 

for a roof and nothing for side walls.  We had brought 

Sony a larger tent so we went to his piece of land on 

Saturday and put his new tent up.   

Sunday we had church outside in the courtyard of the 

school.  I guess there were around 350 to 400 people 

in worship that morning.  They had 5 baptized the 

week before and 3 baptized that day.  We were able 

to go down to the creek and watch.  I really saw an 

increase in the church attendance since I was there a 

few months ago.  I think the earthquake has opened 

the door for God to work in peopleôs lives.   

We toured Leogane in the afternoon.  There are no 

words to describe the devastation.  It was far worse 

than any of us had ever expected.  We visited 

Choubertôs sister, France, who was working in a tent 

city in Leogane.  She was overwhelmed with the 

number of people she was seeing in the tent city.  She 

is a nurse and was trying to treat everyone.  She had 

not received any help and was nearly out of supplies.  

We were leaving the next day for Port-au-Prince to 

buy our return bus tickets to Santo Domingo, so we 

gave her all of the medical supplies we had left.  We

regret the fact that we had not found her earlier in the 

week so we could have helped do medical work.  

Disease had already started to spread among the 

people living in the tents.  France said there were 

many people with diarrhea and vomiting.   

We went to Gallett to check on the church progress 

and were thankful to see that area of Haiti with very 

little damage.  The church property looked really 

good.  It is just about ready for a roof.  We were very 

grateful to Franck our driver and interpreter for 

allowing us to pitch our tents in his front yard.  His 

family was very gracious and treated us like royalty.  

We just need to lift up our brothers and sisters of 

Haiti in prayer.  We need to pray that the aftershocks 

quit.  We had aftershocks almost every day.  You can 

hear the people and the animalôs wailing for miles 

away when an aftershock occurs.  They live in 

constant fear of another earthquake.

The 

first three nights we were here Thiago and I both felt 

it very heavily.  We woke up every day at 4am and 

felt heavy oppression.
